e This ring is conducted under HRCAV rules.

e CARDLESS EVENT. Points allocation will be
sent out after the event has concluded.

o All riders must report to card secretary to
check in. Please bring your number holders
up to the card secretary to receive ring
identifiers for ring stewards.

e Competitors must supply their own
number.

e Please note as per HRCAV rules, no
trimming of whiskers or inner ear hair.

e The organizing committee and HRCAV
accept no liability for any accident, damage,
injury or loss to any person, horse/property

e (lasses may be split or combined at
judge’s discretion.

e Riders may ride in Open or Hunter classes,
not both. Hunters do not have to be turned
out correctly and must be competed in
HRCAV uniform.

¢ No refunds after the closing date unless
with valid vet or medical certificate within
14 days of the event.

e High Point Awards are calculated on
classes 101 to 126, and 201 to 226
including Champion and Reserve
Champion. In the event of an equal High
Point placing, the countback will be based
on the following placings in official classes:
1. Rider, 2. Ridden Mount, 3. Mount Most
Suitable.

A Restricted class, doesn’t count for Highpoint.
* Official class - eligible for performance points.

WALK-TROT CLASSES
Riders in Walk-Trot classes are unable to enter
classes 101 to 123, or 201 to 223. Designed to be an
encouragement class for those new to showing,

green horses, or not comfortable. Walk-trot must be
entered on the day, & riders may also enter Led
and/or Handler classes. Riders entering Walk-trot &
Led classes must still be level assessed as per
HRCAV rules.
